3. Briefly explain the purpose of a Space for Active Learning (SAL) or Lilli Nielsen’s “Little Room” and how it encourages active learning.

Part 3 – February 8, 2011: (87 minutes)

Questions:
1. Explain briefly why data collection is so important for use of the Space for Active Learning (SAL) or Lilli Nielsen’s “Little Room.”
2. Name three materials that were explained in the session that encourage active learning. 
3. Briefly describe the purpose for using those active learning materials.

Part 4 – February 15, 2011: (86 minutes)

Questions:
1. Identify what changes in the child you would expect as a result of using active learning materials successfully. 

2. Give three ways active learning is encouraged through the use of experience books.

3. Give a brief explanation, as if you were talking with a parent whose child is quite passive, about why you want to use one of the active learning strategies or materials.
